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There are several exciting updates regarding ongoing and
upcoming projects at the church. 

First, Grayson's Eagle Scout project is moving forward and
will further benefit the community by expanding the Hope
Cupboard. The concrete has been poured and installing the
new cabinets will be next.
Second,  the  bathroom  off  the  sanctuary  is  set  for
renovation.  Thanks  to  a  generous  $8,000  grant  from the
Ashland County Community Fund, and a signed contract
with  Beehive  Construction  for  $14,515,  the  project  is
expected to take 10 to 15 business days and will begin in the
next  few  weeks.  Trustee  funds  held  with  the  Methodist
Foundation will be used, but additional donations toward
this project are welcome.
Third, maintaining our beautiful church building requires
ongoing  investment.  The  storm  on  March  13th  caused
partial shingle loss, lifted the rubber baffle in the vestibule,
and revealed that our large stained-glass windows need to
be  re-caulked.  Repairs  to  the  vestibule  and  window
caulking are being addressed.
Fourth,  we anticipate  needing  to  replace  the  roof  in  the
next three to five years.  We are actively seeking the best
solutions  for  funding  this  significant  project  and  invite
everyone to pray with us for guidance. If you have questions
or  suggestions,  please  reach  out  to  a  member  of  the
governance board.
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
